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Introduction  
When functionality you require is missing out-of-the-box with MOM 2005, you can often bridge the gap 
through the use of custom scripts. The purpose of this document and tutorial is to show how to import 
and configure a custom script and create the necessary event rules to run the script and generate alerts.

allows you to ping multiple hosts from a single script. It can be used to simply ping your network devices 
like network routers and switches to see if they are alive.  

You will see two different machines in this document. First there is a MOM Management Server named 
CONMOM, second there is a member server named CONSRV01. I will use CONSRV01 to run the script. 

This tutorial requires that you have a working MOM 2005 installation and network. 
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Import of the script  
First we need to import the script into MOM. We will do it from the Administrator Console.  

1. Open your Administrator Console 

2. Expand Microsoft Operations Manager and then Management Packs

5. Script Properties ς Script: Here you should paste the script. In this tutorial I will use the ping 
script at this URL http://www.momresources.org/momscripts/ping.txt, so I simply choose to 
copy all from that webpage and then paste it into the script window in MOM.  Then click next 

6. Script Properties ς Parameters: Here you should create the parameters that the script requires. 
Parameters are values that can be specified by the user when the event rule is configured ς the 
equivalent of arguments in VBScript or batch files. Instead of editing the script directly, you can 
provide information with parameters.  In this step, we will add the parameters called for by the

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script, but not set any values. We will set the values later when we create the rule. If we set any 
values now they will become global values for this script. On the webpage, where we got the 
script, we read that the script uses to parameters, Hosts and LogSuccessEvent. We will create

 Parameters for this script are :  

Name: Hosts 
Value:  
Description: Hosts to ping, separated by commas. 

 

Now we need to add LogSuccessEventΦ /ƭƛŎƪ άAddΧ έ ŀƎŀƛƴ 

 
Name: LogSuccessEvent 
Value:  
Description: Boolean value 1=LogEventOnSuccess 0=LogOnFailOnly 

7. And click OK to save this parameter too. The Script Properties - Parameters window should now 
appear as shown below. Then click Finish to complete the script import. 
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Create Computer Group  
Now the script is in place and we will create an Event Rule to run the script. First, I will start by creating a 
new computer group to define the computer(s) that will execute the script. I will also create a new Rule 
group with rules to hold the Event Rules that make the script run. The new rule group needs to be 
associated with the new computer group.  

 

1. In Administrator Console, right-click computer groups and choose Create computer group. 

 
 

2. Create Computer Group Wizard ς Welcome: click next 

3. Create Computer Group Wizard ς General: Enter a Name and a short description. For example 
Name: Ping perform servers 
Description: These machines will perform ping tests 
Then click next 
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4. Create Computer Group Wizard ς included Subgroups: Choose subgroups that you want to add 
to this computer group. In this tutorial I will not add any subgroups, click next 

5. Create Computer Group Wizard ς Included Computers: Add server(s) that you want to run the

6. Create Computer Group Wizard ς Excluded Computers: Select the computers to be excluded 
from this computer groupΦ ̧ ƻǳ ŘƻƴΩǘ ƴŜŜŘ ǘƻ ŀŘŘ ŀƴȅ ǎŜǊǾŜǊǎ ƘŜǊŜΣ Ƨǳǎǘ ŎƭƛŎƪ ƴŜȄǘ 

7. Create Computer Group Wizard ς Search for Computers: You can create search criteria to 
search for computers that should be added to this computer groupΦ ̧ ƻǳ ŘƻƴΩǘ ƘŀǾŜ ǘƻ ŎƘŀƴƎŜ 
ŀƴȅǘƘƛƴƎ ƘŜǊŜΣ ǾŜǊƛŦȅ ǘƘŀǘ ά5ƻ ƴƻǘ ǎŜŀǊŎƘ ŦƻǊ ŎƻƳ ǇǳǘŜǊǎέ ƛǎ ǎŜƭŜŎǘŜŘ ŀƴŘ ǘƘŜƴ ŎƭƛŎƪ ƴŜȄǘ 

8. Create Computer Group Wizard ς Formula:  You can create a formula to include computers in 
this computer groupΦ ̧ ƻǳ ŘƻƴΩǘ ƘŀǾŜ ǘƻ ŎƘŀƴƎŜ ŀƴȅǘƘƛƴƎ ƘŜǊŜΣ ǾŜǊƛŦȅ ǘƘŀǘ ά5ƻ ƴƻǘ ǳǎŜ ŀ 
ŦƻǊƳ ǳƭŀΧ έ ƛǎ ǎŜƭŜŎǘŜŘ ŀƴŘ ŎƭƛŎƪ ƴŜȄǘ 

9. Create Computer Group Wizard ς State Roll-up Policy: You can choose how to calculate the 
state of this computer groupΦ ̧ ƻǳ ŘƻƴΩǘ ƘŀǾŜ ŎƘŀƴƎŜ ŀƴȅǘƘƛƴƎ ƘŜǊŜΣ ǾŜǊƛŦȅ ǘƘŀǘ ά¢ƘŜ ǿ ƻǊǎǘ ǎǘŀǘŜ 
ƻŦ ŀƴȅΧ έ ƛǎ ǎŜƭŜŎǘŜŘ ŀƴŘ ŎƭƛŎƪ ƴŜȄǘ 

10. Create Computer Group Wizard ς Confirm Choice: Review your choose and then click next 

11. Create Computer Group Wizard ς Completion Page: Click Finish 
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Create Rule Group  
Now the script is in place, and we have a new computer group that contains all servers that will run the 
script. Next, we will create a custom rule group and associate it with the computer group we created in 
the previous step. This association signals the MOM Management Server to send the rules in this rule 
group to the servers in the computer group we created previously. 

 

1. In Administrator Console, right-click Rule Groups and choosŜ ά/ǊŜŀǘŜ Rule GroupΧ έ 
 

 
 

2. Rule Group Properties ς General:  Enter a name and description for your rule group, example: 
Name: Ping 
Description: Ping monitoring 
Verify that Enable checkbox is marked, then click next 

3. Rule Group Properties ς Knowledge Base: Enter a description or click finish to end the wizard 
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Now it is time to associate the new computer group with the new rule group.  

 

 

 

1. Right-click your new rule group and choose Associate with the Computer Group. 

 
 

2. Rule Group Properties (domain) ς Ping: Click Add and choose the computer group that we 
created earlier and then click Ok. Click OK again to save the change. 

If you click your custom rule group ȅƻǳ ǿ ƛƭƭ ǎŜŜ ƛƴ ǘƘŜ ǊƛƎƘǘ ǇŀƴŜ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ŎƻƴǎƻƭŜ ǘƘŀǘ ά.ƻǳƴŘ ǘƻ
