Introduction  
The Scheduled Maintenance Mode management pack provides the ability to schedule recurring 
group maintenance mode through the Operations console interface. The management pack 
supports configuration of up to 10 groups for recurring maintenance mode. 

 

To find the rules:  

1. Launch the Operations console 

2. Browse to the Authoring space. Change scope to Command Shell Proxy (view all, clear 

existing connections, then type Command Shell Proxy to display the maintenance 

mode rules shown in the figure below )

The overrides available for each rule are as follows:

Should objects hosted by the computer be put in 
maintenance mode as well ($true or $false) 
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About the DaysOfWeekMask  
The DaysOfWeekMask can be a little confusing.  This is the integer value of a bit mask with 
each day representing a single bit.  If you're familiar with bit masks you won't have a problem. If 
not, just determine the appropriate value by using the following values for each day of the week:  
 

Su-1, M-2, T-4, W-8, Th-16, F-32, Sa-64. 
 
Just add up the values for the days you want the script to run.   
 
Examples:  

 Every day of the week = 127 

 Sunday only = 1 

 Tuesday and Thursday = 20
